The attainment of a FGASA Back-up and Trails Guide is
directly linked to the attainment of the FGASA Advanced
Rifle Handling certificate (ARH).

The ARH certificate expires every three years and thus due to the link, so does the FGASA
Back-up and Trails Guide certificate expire.

If you work in other African countries and do not carry a rifle for guiding purposes you
will be awarded the VPDA Certificate (which does not expire). All FGASA Back-up, Trails
Guide and Advanced Trails guide certificates will have an expiry date based on when the
ARH is due for renewal.

A new certificate will only be issued once the ARH competency is up to date through a
renewal assessment.
